Welcome to Haddon Community Playgroup

At Haddon Playgroup we offer a safe, friendly, fun and supportive environment for your child or children to play and learn.

Our sessions run from approximately 9:30 to 11:00 am every Wednesday morning of the school terms, at Haddon Community House, Sago Hill Rd, Haddon.
We like to encourage children to be involved in a planned activity each week, and value any idea’s for new activities, just speak to me and I will try to make sure everything you need is available.

We also sit the children down as a group for a healthy snack and drink at some time throughout the morning, and for this we ask that each family bring a piece of fruit or vegetable to share, which can be left on the kitchen bench to be cut up by the mum’s. We would like for all parents/carers to be involved in the preparation and clean up at some time so that it’s not the same one’s every week. If you need to find something in the kitchen please ask. Playgroup provides cordial for the children, and tea/coffee/Milo for parent’s. Please let everyone know if you or your child have allergies so no mistakes are made.
There is an attendance book for you to sign each week at the sink in the side room. This is to cover your family for insurance purposes and let’s us know how our numbers are. With the book will be a jar, a cost of $2.50 per family each week is asked for to help cover the costs of activities, drinks and outings. Registration is currently $23 per family per calendar year ($14 Conc.). This is for Playgroup Victoria registration and insurance, which covers your family while at playgroup, on your way to and from playgroup and while we’re on playgroup outings.

The last session for each term we like to go somewhere special as a group. Often, for example, we go to Funbugs. If you’ve paid your registration this cost is covered, otherwise you will need to pay admission. We also have a fantastic Christmas Party for our last session each year. This is very exciting. Last year we had jumping castles, face painting, Serenity mobile farms, pony rides, and a BBQ. This is held at Haddon Lions Parks, and a visit from Santa on a fire-truck brings gifts for each of the children (again covered if you registration is paid, otherwise $10).
To help out with these highlights, families will be asked to assist with fundraising throughout the year.

At the centre we have our own books, toys and craft supplies. These are kept locked in different cupboards. Please ask me to show you what goes where and how to get access, as everyone need to help pack up at the end of the session (or it takes all day!).

I hope this covers everything. Please make yourselves known, we’re a friendly bunch so don’t be afraid to ask questions and names, it won’t take long to settle in and start having fun!
