2011 and 2012 are important years for the com-
munities of Smythesdale and Scarsdale as they 
represent 150 years since the proclamation of 
each town as municipalities.  The Smythesdale 
and Scarsdale communities have been working 
together to plan events which will celebrate the 
150th year of the two towns.  At a community 
meeting held on Tuesday 2nd March 2010, a 
unanimous decision was made to form an organ-
ising committee to undertake the joint celebra-
tions.  The organising committee is proposed to 
comprise of members of all local community 
groups and any other interested person who 
wishes to participate and support this event. 
 
The meeting also endorsed an interim action to 
apply for a community grant from the Golden 
Plains Shire for a contribution towards the or-
ganisation of events associated with the 150th 
celebrations. 
 
It is anticipated that the celebrations will com-
